The abstract is limited to three pages (either A4 Standard or US Standard 8.5 x 11 inches). The text is limited to no more than 1200 words (please indicate the word count at the bottom of your abstract). Figures and Tables should be collected on page 2-3. Please do not use a font size smaller than 10 point. Please make sure that all figures and photographs are clearly visible. If the program committee cannot clearly see and understand the role of the visual material included in the abstract, the material and consequently the abstract likely will be viewed negatively. Please indicate the abstract category in the header line. The title, authors, short affiliations, and all of the text must fit on the first page, as outlined in this sample abstract. Place figures and tables on the second page. References (in short format) can go on either page. All abstracts submitted on time and will be considered for both Oral and Poster Sessions unless the submitting author specifically requests a Poster. This request, if used, should be on the header line of the abstract.
Each figure should be accompanied by a numbered caption, as shown in Figure 1, placed directly below the figure being described. All labels within the figure frame should be in font 9 points or larger. Please ensure that all labels, arrows, lines, and other graphical elements superimposed on schematic drawings and micrographs print with sufficient contrast. 

Tables should span one column and should be preceded by a caption. Table 1 illustrates a possible design. Design details are left to the author’s discretion.  If a table or figure is too wide to be contained in a single column, extend it over both columns, preferable at the top or bottom of a page.

When numbering equations, enclose numbers in parentheses. For equation variables, numbers, and physical symbol, indexes etc. follow SPIE usage.
